Tucson’s only GRAMMY®-nominated ensemble, True Concord Voices & Orchestra thrills audiences in live performances and over international radio waves with innovative programming and the best professional voices and instrumentalists from across the country.
True Concord is committed to creating experiences that move, enrich and inspire, through celebrated masterworks and music of some of today's most notable composers — performed in small, acoustically excellent concert halls and churches.
Known for adventurous collaborations, True Concord creates ambitious and unique partnerships with some of the finest arts organizations in culturally rich southern Arizona. Past collaboration partners have included Arizona Early Music Society, Artifact Dance Project, Tucson Arizona Boys Chorus, Tucson Symphony Orchestra, UA Dance, Arizona Choir and The University of Arizona Poetry Center. In addition to notable partnerships, True Concord works with nationally and internationally-known soloists of the highest caliber, including Richard Paul Fink, Kelley O’Connor, Morris Robinson, Jubilant Sykes and Corinne Winters. 

True Concord’s expanding repertoire includes J.S. Bach’s St. Matthew Passion and Mass in B Minor, Mozart’s Requiem and Mass in C Minor, Brahms’s Ein deutsches Requiem, Haydn’s The Creation and Leonard Bernstein’s Mass. Committed to the creation of new work for chorus and orchestra, True Concord has commissioned works from leading American composers including Paul Crabtree, Ola Gjeilo, Jocelyn Hagen, Gerald Near and Stephen Paulus. In addition, True Concord has launched its own composition competition to identify and foster the developing careers of emerging composers.
In 2019, True Concord launched the Dorothy Dyer Vanek Fund for Excellence. This fund supports the creation of new works for choir and orchestra as well as recordings, with a minimum of one new commission and one recording per season. 2020 saw the release of True Concord’s second recording on the international Reference Recordings label, Christmas with True Concord: Carols in the American Voice. Brian Newhouse of Minnesota Public Radio described this release as “A gorgeous blend of voices, exquisite phrasing, and track after track of good cheer.” The Arizona Daily Star exclaimed “True Concord knows how to do Christmas!”
True Concord’s GRAMMY®-nominated recording Far In The Heavens: Choral Music of Steven Paulus is comprised of recently composed and previously unrecorded works by Stephen Paulus, including two works that were commissioned and premiered by True Concord Voices & Orchestra. In 2009 The Incomprehensible marked True Concord’s fifth anniversary season, and in 2011 Prayers and Remembrances premiered on the tenth anniversary of September 11, 2001 with the Tucson Symphony Orchestra at Centennial Hall. That commission was made possible by a gift from Dorothy Dyer Vanek. 
True Concord Voices & Orchestra made its debut in New York City at Lincoln Center’s Alice Tully Hall with a 2015 performance of Prayers and Remembrances and the Mozart Requiem. The residency and musical activities were made possible by a National Endowment for the Arts grant and a significant gift from Dorothy Dyer Vanek. True Concord also received many other generous contributions from supporters. On that same day, True Concord released its Far in the Heavens album. 
Far in The Heavens earned a GRAMMY® nomination for Best Choral Performance in 2015, the first such honor bestowed on a classical ensemble from Tucson. That same year, composer Stephen Paulus was awarded the GRAMMY for Best Contemporary Classical Composition for the 35-minute oratorio for choir and orchestra Prayers & Remembrances, the work that anchors the album. GRAMMY®-award winning producer Peter Rutenberg of Los Angeles produced the album, and Mr. Paulus supervised the recording in Tucson, Arizona. Two months later he suffered a devastating stroke from which he never recovered. He died on Oct. 19, 2014; he was 65.
The important partnership and relationship between Stephen Paulus and True Concord led to the 2015 creation of the Stephen Paulus Emerging Composer Competition. American composers ages 18-40 compete to win a cash prize and attend the premiere performances of their work by True Concord Voices & Orchestra.

The True Concord experience is not only about highly polished, professional performances. It’s about the synergy between audience and performers that attracts new fans and keeps loyal subscribers coming back year after year. Now in its 17th season, many audience members have been with True Concord since its beginning. Audiences and fans continue to count on True Concord’s commitment to excellence and thought-provoking creativity — and to look forward to each new season of beautiful, expanding and enriching experiences through music.
